Did you know?

The Oundle and Ashton War Memorial is the centrepiece of the town’'s Remembrance Sunday’
event. It was constructed in 1920 and unveiled that year by the notable head of Oundle School,
F. W. Sanderson. It originally commemorated the 68 local lives lost during the First World War,
and was updated to include dedications to the 27 additional lives lost in the Second World

War. It is classed as a Grade |l listed building and is an important construction in the town'’s
centre. The names of the people commemorated on the Memorial can be found on the
Imperial War Museum's website tinyurl.com/oundlememorials
